Welfare Buraau called up and said that Mrs. Snyder, who is
52 years old, is better able to work than Mrs. Penneock and
-they had advised her to get rid of Mrs, Snyder and send her
to the county farm along with the boy and the Welfare Bureal
would be willing to pay $3.00 & week for snyder's room. Have
been giving him $2.50 per week for his groceries and oneeday
when they gave him the $2.50-order he said that before he used
to spend thatmuch on a single meal and they told him that
maybe that was why he was as hard up as . he was now., Also
Mjgs Brom of the Welfare Bureau said that she had written to the
little town in Washington where Mr Snyder had had his operation
on his head and the doctor seemed to think that on account of
the bad injury on his head Snyder was a mental case.
